My name is Jordan Exum, and | am reaching out on behalf of the City of Manassas to share an
open call for art entries. The City of Manassas is hosting its second Art Exhibit at Annaburg
Manor (9201 Maple St, Manassas) to be held on April 25 (7-9 pm), April 26 (12-4 pm), and
April 27 (12-4 pm).

This is a juried exhibition. Each artist may submit up to 3 works. The entry fee is $25 per artist.
Entry fees are due upon submission and are non-refundable. Works may be for sale - The City of
Manassas will process all gallery sales and sales tax to be reported to the state of Virginia. The
City of Manassas will retain a 30% commission on all gallery sales with all proceeds supporting
the renovation of Annaburg Manor.

You will be responsible for delivering and picking up your artwork from Annaburg Manor (9201
Maple St, Manassas, VA 20110). Work will need to be dropped off at Annaburg Manor on
Tuesday, April 15, between the hours of 6 pm-8 pm, OR Wednesday, April 16, 9 am-11 am. The
work will need to be picked up on Sunday, April 27 after the closing of the event (4

pm). Please let us know ASAP if you require other arrangements.

The submission deadline is Monday, March 24 (midnight). No submissions will be accepted
after this date.
